WHEN AT THE UNIVERSITY

All students will be dropped off at the lot J entrance into the
university which is the lower level. You will need to walk your child
through the doors - and follow the signs to the backstage area and

theatre where you will find their instructors & helpers. Please do not
let them walk through the university by themselves. Then you will
have to park your car in one of the allotted areas so you do not
receive a ticket, when we know where we will let you know. Parking
areas are regularly checked. We will give all students a tour on their
nights if necessary. Please watch our website for any info on parking

and directions to the university.

NO FOOD or DRINKS - are allowed in the theatre at any time. If
children are wanting to have a snack they will need to go into the
hallway area or the allotted area that day. PLEASE REMEMBER - no

eating or drinking in costumes.

If your child will be at the university for a long length of time ensure
they have a quiet activity to keep them entertained.

NO TAP SHOES in the theatre seating area please.
